Vase Symmetry
Math and Art from the Green Room:
We started out the lesson by

talking about what makes an object
symmeftrical. We then went on to look
at what objects around us are
symmetrical; both natural objects as
well as man-made objects. Once we all
had an idea of what made an object
symmefrical we fook out a mirror and
began to go through the alphabet and
see what leftters when split down the
middle were symmeftrical. The project
involved a mirror that was reflective on
both the front and back and a board
that had the alphabet printed on it.
We made our way through the
alphabet using the mirror to split each
letter down the middle. It was
interesting to see not only what lefters
were symmetrical but also fo see the
designs made by those letters that
were not symmeftrical.

After this we moved onto
discussing Greek vases, the different
shapes their purposes, and which of
these vases were symmeftrical. We then
started to create our own two
dimensional vases. To do this each
student was given a piece of paper
folded length-wise. Using this folded
paper each student was asked to paint
a vase shape on one side of the paper.
The colors given were like those found
on Greek vases. Once they had their
shape painted, they folded the paper in
half again pressing down firmly so that
the image copied to the other side.
Each student’s vase shape was then cut
out creating beautiful and symmetrical
Greek vases.
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
