The Egyptian Basket (nebet)
Mini-report by students Emily H. &

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Appearance: The hieroglyph for the basket
was a symbol outline of a bowl, which
looked like Egyptian wicker baskets.

The hieroglyph was often painted
yellow or green to match the color of the
plants used to make the baskets.

Ancient Egyptians used their
basket making as a craft just like we make
model houses out of popsicle sticks as a
craft.

Egyptians made their baskets by:
First they would start by weaving the
bottom of the basket and use the up-
spokes of the bottom reeds to weave the
other reeds through.

The Egyptians carried in their
baskets: Fruits and vegetables, also other
kinds of foods and objects.

The Egyptians used plants to make
baskets: Grasses, rushes, palm leaves,
reeds, & stalks, such as flax, twigs, &

leaves.
